Dear Business/Organization:

The Buxton Community Day Committee is here to offer you the opportunity to join an exciting event this summer; The Buxton Community Day Parade! Gather your creativity and start planning your float!

The parade is a great opportunity to advertise your business or organization, to gather family together and work as a team, to bring some spirit to a sports team, and or to have some good old fashioned fun! So gather up your co-workers, your family, your team and your neighborhood and start planning today.  We have no theme so be creative!
New this year, the parade will line up on Depot Street.  Fire & rescue will use Salmon Falls Road.  Parade line up is first come first serve.  Order will be the Grand Marshall in front followed by Fire/rescue.  We will allow several slots for antique cars in the front as we understand the potential for them to overheat.  Everyone else will line up as they show up. We are allowing people to “save spots” and hope that everyone involved will be respectful & kind!  Parade begins at 10:30am. 

Part of a successful parade is creating a safe environment for both the participants in the parade as well as our spectators. To help ensure a safe and successful parade, the following parade guidelines have been established:

1. Candy or other handouts (i.e. papers, balloons, flags, shirts and water bottles) should be distributed by persons walking along the curb and directly handing them out.  Extreme caution should be used if passing candy from vehicle or float.  
2. No squirting or spraying water.  Squirt guns, water cannons, water balloons, etc. are prohibited.
3. Children in the parade must have adult supervision.
4. Every parade entry that is being pulled (i.e. floats and semi-trucks) shall have responsible adults (Safety Person) assigned to communicate with the driver.  The Safety Person(s) will provide an extra set of eyes for your driver.  They will work with the driver to ensure the unit is clear to move forward or if it needs to stop.  
5. No jumping on or off of a moving vehicle.  If a person needs to get on or off the vehicle, their Safety Person will notify the driver and the unit will be stopped.  It will only move forward when the Safety Person(s) has indicated that it is safe to move forward.
6. Persons operating any type of motor propelled vehicle that is capable of speeds over 15 MPH on level pavement must possess a current and valid driver’s license and proper insurance.
7. Anyone having an animal in the parade is responsible for his or her animal behavior.  Big animals like horse must have seasoned riders who can control their animal.  
Please sign the bottom of this form indicating that you have read and understand the  parade rules and the release of liability.  Any participants that do not comply with the above safety rules may be removed from the parade route.  It may also affect your entry in future parades.
